JUNE 2, 2009 MAHWAH, NJ – Jaguar Land Rover North America today reported May U.S. sales: Land Rover in the U.S. increased 8.8 percent from April 2009, and decreased 26 percent from May 2008; Jaguar in the U.S. decreased .08 percent from April 2009, and decreased 34 percent from May 2008. Jaguar Land Rover North America May U.S. sales for both brands total 3,391 units, a .02 percent increase from April 2009, and a 29 percent decrease from May 2008.
"May sales for both the Jaguar and Land Rover brands in the United States once again surpassed our internal objectives, helped us hold or gain market share, and positioned us well for the upcoming launch of exciting new 2010 model year vehicles," said JLRNA President Gary Temple.  "On the Jaguar side, we are pleased with our market share performance and excited about an array of new vehicles coming to market this year.  On the Land Rover side, we had a very solid month driven by increases in LR2 sales and are well positioned for the arrival of the enhanced LR4, Range Rover Sport and Range Rover models."

U.S. BRAND HIGHLIGHTS

Jaguar

The Jaguar XK line of coupes and convertibles continues to hold its own in the high end sports car market with sales down 13 percent versus May 2008.  Jaguar's mid-size luxury sales (new XF & discontinued S-Type) are down 20 percent for the year as the XF continues to generate market excitement for the brand.  The Jaguar XF was launched in March 2008 and has become a favorite of Jaguar customers and automotive enthusiasts, winning awards such as Automobile Magazine's 2009 All-Stars, Car and Driver's 10 Best, and Edmunds Inside Line best V8 luxury sports sedan. Jaguar has recently been widely-recognized for its industry-leading quality and customer service.

Jaguar finished 2008 with global sales of more than 65,000 cars – an increase of 8 percent over 2007. At the NAIAS 2009, Jaguar unveiled the new high performance limited-edition XFR and the next generation XKR Coupe and Convertible, all available in 2010 Model Year. At the end of the year, Jaguar will globally launch one of the most anticipated new models in the industry, the all-new XJ luxury sedan.
Land Rover

Land Rover's newest and most fuel-efficient model, the LR2, had its best U.S. sales month in more than a year with sales of 613 units, up 23 percent from May 2008. Owners of the Land Rover LR2 have rated it top of its class in the Luxury Crossover Sport Utility Vehicle (SUV) segment in AutoPacific 2009 Vehicle Satisfaction Award research. In addition, owners surveyed in the Luxury Crossover SUV segment voted the Land Rover LR2 the vehicle they would most recommend to others.  The LR2 has a starting MSRP of $36,225.  For the 2010 Model Year, Land Rover has made extensive interior, exterior, feature and powertrain upgrades to the Land Rover LR4, Range Rover Sport and Range Rover.
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
